Comments from Judge Burt Griffin Regarding the Kennedy Assassination indicating that Oswald acted alone.

1. Oswald was probably not thinking about shooting the President when he left his note for Hosty in early November.

2. Oswald probably was not considering shooting the President when, on

November 16, he tried to get a driver’s license and actually took an application form.

3. Oswald had reason to believe that Walker’s supporters would be blamed for the assassination, and that even if he, Oswald, were caught he would blame it on the Walker people. Before Oswald was caught, Walker’s people were the one’s most suspected of trying to do something to JFK.

4. That Oswald attending the Walker rally in October was substantial evidence that he still envisioned Walker as a possible target.

5. That Oswald’s life had fallen apart because he would soon be out of work, he had been rejected in Mexico City, he did not want to return to the USSR even if he could, and Marina would not talk to him after November 18 and rejected him on November 21.

6. Oswald left his wedding ring and nearly all of his money for Marina on November 22.

7. That Oswald could not have known the motorcade route until November 16.

8. That when Oswald was thinking of hi-jacking a plane to Cuba, he told Marina he did not want a confederate because the confederate could always testify against you.
9. The National Academy of Science panel decided that the HSCA acoustics evidence was not valid.

10. That there is no physical evidence or sight of a shooter to corroborate the HSCA acoustics evidence.

11. That Oswald fled the TSBD and killed Tippit.
